In 
1856 he moved to Chepstow with the intention of buying a farm 
but couldn't find one so he again took up his profession and 
became the first teach in Chepstow as well as a Justice of the 
Peace.  
 

In 1860 he married Bridget Clancy and they had 13 children 
together including their son John who was the only surviving 
child of a set of triplets. His sisters Ellen and Margaret both died 
at birth in 1863. Not show here are his children: Thomas 1873, 
Jerome 1875, Andrew 1877, Frances 1879 and Henry 1861. He 
died on August 27, 1900, having fathered a total of 18 children.

When Margaret Anne Cassidy was born on April 18, 1891, in Chepstow, Ontario, her 
father, John, was 27, and her mother, Sarah, was 26. She was called “Annie” and had 
three sisters, Veronica (1895), Faith Irene (1898),  and Agnes Stella (1901). Faith Irene 
was known as “Aunt Irene” and lived in Owen Sound with her husband Wilfred 
Caskanette at their home on 3rd Avenue East. 
   

Annie married James Harland Hutton on February 16, 1915, in Owen Sound, Ontario 
and 7 months later their first child, Florence Marie, was born. They moved to their 
new home at 850 15th Street East in 1920 and went on to have five children over 14 
years. They had their last child, Eleanor, when Annie was 38 and he was 49.  It’s im-
portant to note that the children spent most of their early years growing up during 
the Great Depression which I’m sure had a lasting impact on them. 
   

Margaret Anne Cassidy died on March 30, 1966, in Owen Sound, Ontario, at the age 
of 74, and is buried in St Mary’s Cemetery with her husband James Harland Hutton.

When James Harland Hutton was born on January 27, 1880, in Holland Centre,  
Ontario, his mother, Rachel, was 23.  His father passed away shortly before his birth 
at the age of 24.  His mother remarried on 08 October 1890 to John MacKey when 
James was ten years old. When James was 11 he was sent to live with the Edmunds 
family who took care of him while his mother was pregnant with his half sister .     

  

When he was 35 he married Margaret Anne Cassidy. They had one son and four 
daughters with  between 1915 and 1928.  In 1921 they lived at 850 15th St East in 
Owen Sound. James worked at McQuay’s Tannery for many years and developed liver 
cancer in 1941 likely as a result of exposure to chemicals at the Tannery.  
 

James Harland Hutton died on January 24, 1943, at the age of 62, after a lengthy ill-
ness and is buried in St Mary’s Cemetery in Owen Sound.  Note: his death certificate 
lists his birth date as 1883.  However, he is shown in the 1881 census as being  one 
year old and his mother, Rachel,  is recorded as being a widow.

good salary and being of an economical turn, he suc-

ceeded in saving a nice little sum of money. Mr. Cassi-

dy even yet looks but little like a farmer, and he is one 

of the last men one would expect to find engaging in 

that occupation, but there is no accounting for tastes, 

and regardless of his inexperience in bush life he boldly 

struck out for the wilds of Western Canada. He first 

rested at St. Thomas, County of Elgin, but not finding a 

location at once to his liking for a short time he re-

sumed his profession, abandoned his idea of taking to 

the farm, and in 1856, he resigned his situation and 

joined the procession that was then making its way to 

this county. All the land around Chepstow had already 

been taken up, so for a while he again took to teaching. 

The School house was a large wooden building that 

was used alike for School House, Church and Town 

Hall, and was located about mid-way between Chep-

stow and Riversdale. Finally he purchased a farm, but 

as it was not to his liking he soon traded it off to: anoth-

er a couple of miles from Chepstow, and there has he 

since continued to reside. He is one of those cheerful 

men who believes in looking at the bright side of every-

thing and on this account he succeeds in taking a good 

deal more pleasure out of life than most people do. Be-

ing comfortably situated, from a financial standpoint, 

he is in a position to spend his old age in comfort. He 

has only one ungratified wish that of once more paying 

a visit to the old land, and the town of Killybeg.  

Among the earliest and best 

known residents of the 

Township of Greenock is Mr. 

Wm Cassidy, a gentleman of 

extensive literary attain-

ments, varied experience, and 

social qualities of a high or-

der. Mr. Cassidy is a native 

of old Ireland, having been 

born in the town of Killybeg, 

County of Donegal three 

quarters of a century ago. Killybeg is an Irish word for 

"Little Cell" and was so called from the excellence and 

peculiar formation of its harbor. Living in a town, as a 

boy, Mr. Cassidy had excellent advantages in the way 

of securing an education, and, like many of his country-

men, before leaving school, he had obtained quite a 

local reputation as a mathematician. He became espe-

cially expert in the abstruse subjects of trigonometry, 

Nautical Astronomy, and Navigation, so that when he 

landed in America, he naturally turned his attention to 

teaching school. Some idea may be formed of the pro-

gress which has been made in navigation when it is 

stated that the ship on which he took passage left Kil-

lybeg on the 28th of May, and did not reach land till the 

following July. That was in the year 1844 and for eight 

years, or till the year 1852, Mr. Cassidy continued his 

profession of teaching. He was in receipt of a fairly

When Robert Henry Hutton was born in Ireland in 1823, his  

He lived in 

Camblesforth, Yorkshire, England in 1851. In 1852, at the age of 29 

he married 16 year old Anne Howard and emigrated to  

Canada. They were likely escaping the aftermath of the Irish Potato 

Famine (1845—1849). They first lived in Port Hope, Ontario before 

moving to Greenock near Walkerton, Ontario.  

 

  He and Anne had four sons and one daughter between 1853 and 

1869. Not shown here are his children: Mary 1853, Robert 1858, 

William 1865, and Alexander 1869. His son James who was born in 

1856 died very young at the age of 24. Robert lived another 25 

years after the death of his son and passed away in 1905 at 82.

James Harland Hutton, his wife Annie and their 5 children suffered through the Great Depression of the early 1930s. Growing up 

during the Depression had a lasting impact on their children. It was a worldwide social and economic shock. Few countries were 

affected as severely as Canada. Millions of Canadians were left unemployed, hungry and often homeless. The decade became 

known as the Dirty Thirties due to a crippling drought in the Prairies, as well as Canada’s dependence on raw material and farm 

exports. Widespread losses of jobs and savings transformed the country. The Depression triggered the birth of social welfare and 

the rise of populist political movements which eventually led to our Canadian Healthcare system spearheaded by Tommy Douglas.
